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On Saturday, July 31, 2005, Leroy Whittaker was  
fatally shot while he answered a knock on his door at his 
Lawrence Heights apartment at 1 Flemington Road in 
Toronto. 
The murder of Leroy Whittaker is still unsolved  and we 
urge those who may have any information to please  
contact Crime Stoppers.  
“People may think they don’t have much information but 
every little bit helps and every little bit counts,” explains 
the police.  
After 11 years, the memory of Leroy Whittaker still 
remains in the hearts and minds of those who loved and 
knew him. A tragic incident which needs to be resolved, 
the death of Leroy Whittaker continues to
remind us of the senseless deaths which plagues  our 
community. at home and worldwide.

30 years old, thin, wearing a white durag on his head / the 
other shorter and s.

The life and contributions of murdered community  
activist and Rastafarian, Leroy Whittaker, was celebrated 
with a dinner and dance at 2213 Dufferin St on July 11, 
2015, the tenth anniversary of his tragic death. 
Leroy was known throughout the Lawrence Heights 
neighborhood for his community leadership, religious 
dedication and generosity of heart. Every summer, he 
hosted a community barbecue to which all were invited, 
to share a meal and come together in a spirit of peace and 
harmony.
His commitment to the Rastafarian faith and the Ethiopi-
an Orthodox Church inspired his numerous community 
initiatives, including the founding of the All-Fari soccer 
club in 1999.
In July, 2005 a bullet ripped through the peephole of his 
apartment door in the Lawrence Heights area, fatally 
wounding the father of seven.  
The police concluded that Leroy was not the intended 
target and have expressed regret that, ten years later, no 
arrest has been made. 
The senseless murder galvanized his community, spark-
ing demonstrations and inspiring musical and creative 
tributes, as well as an annual memorial by Whittaker’s 
family and friends.
Even though his death still remains a mystery, his family 
still remembers him with high spirits.  
“I Love my uncle” says Iam, his young nephew, who was 
just 5 at the time of Leroy’s passing. “He was always 
kind to me”.
